SCENE 1: PROLOGUE
		
(#1 – IN THE BEGINNING) 
CHIEF ANCESTORS [1-3] enter with ENSEMBLE

ALL ANCESTORS: In the beginning, there was only ocean…
Ocean ensemble enters creating open sea as Ancestors enact story
CHIEF ANCESTOR 1: …until the goddess Te Fiti used her heart to create the islands, teeming with life
CHIEF ANCESTOR 2: Her heart had the greatest power ever known. It could create life itself.
CHIEF ANCESTOR 3: Te Fiti shared it with the World
CHIEF ANCESTOR 4: But in time, some began to seek Te Fiti’s Heart
CHIEF ANCESTOR 5: Voyagers began to sail.
CHIEF ANCESTOR 2: The world was theirs to discover
ENSEMBLE:
Tatou o tagata folau
Vala A wee na
Elei atua o le sami telei  
e omai.

CHIEF ANCESTOR 3: But a greedy few sought Te Fiti’s heart, wanting to possess the power of creation for themselves.
CHIEF ANCESTOR 1: The most daring of them all, Maui, a shapeshifter, a demigod of the wind and sea, set out for the Heart.
CHIEF ANCESTOR 5: Using his magical fishhook, Maui transformed into a hawk, outsmarting his competition and stealing the Heart from Te Fiti.
CHIEF ANCESTOR 4: Maui did not have the Heart for long before he was attacked by Te Ka!
ALL CHIEF ANCESTORS: Te Ka! (intense and ominous)
CHIEF ANCESTOR 1: A demon of earth and fire.
CHIEF ANCESTOR 2: Te Ka and Maui fought for the Heart.
Ancestors enact Te Ka and Maui’s battle)
CHIEF ANCESTOR 3: During their battle…. The heart of Te Fiti was lost to the sea.
(Ocean Ensemble takes possession of the Heart)
CHIEF ANCESTOR 4: Furious, Te Ka hunted for the lost Heart, destroying everything in its path – draining the life from island after island.
CHIEF ANCESTOR 5: Maui disappeared, never to be seen again.
CHIEF ANCESTOR 3: Fearing Te Ka’s wrath, the villagers stopped voyaging…
CHIEF ANCESTOR 1:…and chose the safety of their island home, Motunui.
CHIEF ANCESTOR 2: Maui and Te Ka became the stuff of legends…
CHIEF ANCESTOR 4: …and the adventures of the voyagers were forgotten
ANCESTORS ENSEMBLE: But the ocean did not forget.
CHIEF ANCESTOR 5: For more than a thousand years, the ocean guarded the Heart of Te Fiti.
(Moana enters, drawn to the ocean. Chief Ancestors, Ancestor Ensemble and Ocean Ensemble surround Moana)
CHIEF ANCESTOR 3: Searching for someone who could find Maui…
CHIEF ANCESTOR 1:… defeat Te Ka…
CHIEF ANCESTOR 2: restore the Heart of Te Fiti…
CHIEF ANCESTOR 4: …and save mankind.

(#2 – TULOU TAGALOA)
Ancestor Ensemble exits. Ocean Ensemble interacts with Moana. Their connection is friendly, joyful, strong)

CHIEF ANCESTOR 5: She didn’t know it then, but the Ocean gave Moana the Heart of Te Fiti
(Chief Ancestors exit)

SCENE 2: THE SHORE/ THE VILLAGE
(offstage)
CHIEF TUI, SINA: Moana!

(Chief TUI and SINA enter. MOANA places the Heart of Te Fiti into a necklace, which she ties around her neck.)

SINA: Moana! There you are. Come back from the shore.
MOANA 1: Mum, please can I stay a little longer?
SINA: You always say that. It’s time to go back to the village.
(Chief TUI and SINA lead MOANA towards the village. VILLAGERS enter, showing the vibrant happy life of Motunui.)
CHIEF TUI: Remember, you will be the next great Chief of Motunui.

(#3 – WHERE YOU ARE – PART 1)

SINA: And you’ll do wonderous things, my little minnow:
CHIEF TUI: But first you must learn where you’re meant to be.

CHIEF TUI: Moana, make way! Make Way!
Moana it’s time you knew the village of Motunui is all you need.
SINA: The dancers are practicing!
They dance to an ancient song
ENSMEBLE: Who needs a new song? This old one is all we need
CHIEF TUI: This tradition is our mission, and Moana, there is so much to do!
ALL: Make way
CHIEF TUI: Don’t trip on the taro root , 
ALL: that’s all you need
SINA: We share everything we make (ALL: We make)
We joke and we weave our baskets (ha ha)
The fishermen come back from the sea
MOANA: I wanna see
CHIEF TUI: Don’t walk away, Moana, stay on the ground now. 
Our people will need a chief and there you are.
ALL: There comes a day when you’re gonna look around 
and realise happiness is where you are…
(CHIEF TUI, SINA and VILLAGERS exit. Moana’s friends PUA and HEI HEI enter carrying blackened coconuts, MOANA runs towards them)

MOANA 1: Pua! Hei Hei!
HEI HEI: Hey hey hey, Maona! (pua looks worried)
MOANA 1:What’s wrong
PUA: It’s the coconuts. They’re black
MOANA 1: Black? I’ve never seen that before.

(GRAMMA TALA enters. MOANA, PUA and HEi HEI don’t notice her)

HEI HEI: Hey-hey-hey Moana! Have you ever seen a purple coconut?
MOANA 1 and  PUA: No Hei Hei.
HEI HEI: Okay just checking.
PUA: (worried) What could have caused this?
(GRAMMA TALA mysteriously sneaks up to MOANA, PUA and HEI HEI)
	 
GRAMMA TALA: I know why the coconuts are black.
MOANA 1: Gramma Tala!
PUI, MOANA, HEI HEI: Tell us! / oooh?/ Why?
GRAMMA TALA: You three haven’t been listening to my stories.
HEI HEI: No offense Gramma Tala but your stories are really boring – 
PUA: Hei Hei!!
HEI HEI: I mean…. Confusing.
GRAMMA TALA: (holds up a blackened coconut) Te Ka’s poison has finally reached Motonui.

(#4 – GRAMMA TELLS STORIES 
PUA and Hei Hei scoff, but GRAMMA TALA circles them, her story growing in intensity)

GRAMMA TALA: Te Ka won’t stop until every island, and every single one of us, is devoured by the blood thirsty jaws of inescapable death!
HEI HEI, PUA: (scared) Aaaaaaaahhh!

(CHIEF TUI and SINA re-enter, followed by more VILLAGERS)

CHIEF TUI: Whoa, whoa, whoa. Thank you, Mother!
SINA: What’s going on here?
PUA: Te Ka poisoned the coconuts – 
HEI HEI: We’re all going to die!!!
SINA: It’s okay kids. We are safe here. It’s only a bad crop.
CHIEF TUI: Think, Moana, how could we handle this?
MOANA 1: Well… we should clear the diseased trees. And we will start a new grove… (pointing) over there.
VILLAGER 1: Great idea!
VILLAGER 2: Thanks, Moana!
(Villagers, relieved, move into action)
CHIEF TUI: You see? This suits you.


(#5 – WHERE YOU ARE – PART 2
MOANA 1: Dad, I’m worried about the harvest.
CHIEF TUI: We will grow more healthy trees soon. (holds up healthy coconut)

CHIEF TUI: Consider the coconut
ENSMEBLE: The what?
CHIEF TUI: Consider its tree
ALL: We use each part of the coconut; it’s all we need…
SINA: We make our nets from the fibres
HEI HEI: The water us sweet inside!
PUA: We use the leaves to build fires
SINA/HEI HEI/PUA: and cook up the meat inside.
CHIEF TUI: Consider the coconut (ALL: consider the coconut)
SINA/CHIEF TUI: The trunks and the leaves!
ALL: The island gives us what we need
MOANA: And no one leaves?
CHIEF TUI: That’s right, we stay.
We’re safe and we’re well provided
And when we look to the future
ALL: There you are
SINA: You’ll be ok
CHIEF TUI: In time you’ll learn, just as I did
You must find happiness right
ALL: (except Moana) where you are

(CHIEF TUI, SINA and VILLAGERS exit. HEI HEI and PUA remain with MOANA)

PUA: See? Your Gramma was just making it up to scare us.
MOANA 1: She’s not making it up.
HEI HEI: Then how does she know all that stuff?
MOANA 1: She says she communicates with our ancestors.
HEI HEI: I’m sorry Moana, but your Gramma’s a little weird.
PUA: We have everything we need right here.
HEI HEI: We’re going to help clear the trees. Wanna come?
MOANA 1:I’ll catch up with you later ok?
(PUA and HEI HEI exit. MOANA heads to the shore, clutching her necklace)

MOANA 1 : There’s a whole world out there. I know it.

MOANA 1: Ev’ry turn I take, ev’ry trail I track
Ev’ry path I make, ev’ry road leads back to the sea
I am standing on the edge of the sea. (GRAMMA TALA appears)
GRAMMA TALA: Can you hear the call of the sea?
MOANA 1: Yes I can hear it calling me…
GRAMMA TALA: I like to dance with the water, 
The undertow and the waves
The water is mischievous, HA!
MOANA 1: I like how it misbehaves!
GRAMMA TALA: The villagers may think I’m crazy
Or say that I didn’t drift too far.
But once you know what you like, well
BOTH: There you are

MOANA 1: Is that story really true, Gramma? About Te Ka’s poison reaching Motunui?
GRAMMA TALA: You’ll see. One day, the Heart of Te  Fiti will be found… by someone who will venture far beyond our reef and save us all.
(CHIEF TUI, SINA enter)
CHIEF TUI: Mother, what stories are you telling Moana now?
GRAMMA TALA: Oh hush! You might be the chief, son, but I’m still your mother! 
(GRAMMA TALA exits)
MOANA: Dad, what if the answers to Motunui’s problems are out there? (CHIEF TUI and SINA pull MOANA back to the village. Villagers enter)
CHIEF TUI: Moana, you are the future of our people. And they are not out in the ocean, they are right here.
SINA: One day soon, they’ll all depend on you.
CHIEF TUI: It’s time to be who they need you to be.
MOANA 1: (realising) I need to be who they need me to be.

CHIEF TUI: The villagers believe in us!
VILLAGERS: That’s right
The village believes!
This island gives us what we need.. and no-one leaves
MOANA 1: So here I’ll stay, my home, my people beside me.
ALL: And when we think of tomorrow, there we are.
MOANA 1: I’ll lead the way, I’ll have my people to guide me.
ALL: We’ll build our future together where we are
Cause every path leads you back to where you are!
You can find happiness 
Right where you are, where you are!


SCENE 3: THE VILLAGE

(The VILLAGERS return to their activities. MOANA looks around, still trying to convince herself. SINA comforts her.)
SINA: You’ll be an amazing chief, I know it.
MOANA 1: Thanks, Mum!
(A small group of VILLAGERS are huddled together nervously)
FISHER 1:  I’ve never seen it this bad
FISHER 2: It’s been weeks!
SINA: What’s going on here?
FISHER 1: There’s no fish.
VILLAGER 1: No fish, and no crops. What are we going to do?
CHIEF TUI: We will figure this out. We can rotate the fishing grounds.
FISHER 2: We have!
SINA: We can fish the far side of the island
FISHER 2: We tried the whole lagoon. The fish are gone.
(CHIEF TUI and SINA exchange concerned looks. MOANA watches, an idea brewing)
CHIEF TUI: Have you tried using different bait?
FISHER 1: It’s not the bait, Chief. Every day we go out and there’s nothing there.
VILLAGER 2: If we can’t find fish soon, what will we do?
MOANA 1: (loudly) We should fish beyond the reef!
(VILLAGERS hush and stare at MOANA.)
CHIEF TUI: No one goes beyond the reef.
MOANA 1: I know, but if there are no fish in the lagoon, there’s a whole ocean.
CHIEF TUI: We have one rule, a rule that keeps us safe.
MOANA 1: An old rule when there were fish.
CHIEF TUI: There’s nothing beyond the reef but danger, storms and rough seas.
MOANA 1: We don’t know what’s out there.
CHIEF TUI: (shouts angrily) No one goes beyond the reef! 
(#6 – HE WAS YOU) 
CHIEF TUI exits in anger. VILLAGERS disperse and exit. SINA approaches MOANA)

SINA: He’s so hard on you because….
MOANA 1: …because he doesn’t get me.
SINA: Because he was you – drawn to the ocean. He and his best friend sailed past the reef, where waves like mountains crashed down, overturning their canoe. Your dad couldn’t save him. He’s hoping he can save you. (hugs MOANA) Sometimes what we wish we could do… is not meant to be. 
(SINA exits MOANA heads to the shore)


SCENE 4: THE SHORE  Ocean Ensemble on

(#7 – HOW FAR I’LL GO) 
(MOANA finds a canoe. She’s about to push off, but hesitates: does she disobey her father?)

MOANA 1: I’ve been staring at the edge of the water 
long as I can remember, never really knowing why.
I wish I could be the perfect daughter,
But I come back to the water no matter how hard I try
Ev’ry turn I take, ev’ry train I track
Ev’ry path I make, ev’ry road leads back to the place I know
Where I cannot go, where I long to be…
See the line where the sky meets the sea? It calls me.
And no one knows, how far it goes.
If the wind in my sail on the sea stays behind me
One day I’ll know.
If I go, there’s just no telling how far I’ll go
I know everybody on this island 
seems so happy on this island. 
Everything is by design.
I know everybody on this island has a role on this island, 
so maybe I can roll with mine.
I can lead with pride, I can make us strong.
I’ll be satisfied if I play along, 
But the voice inside sings a different song.
What is wrong with me?
(MOANA gathers courage and climbs in the canoe.)

MOANA 2: I can do this. There’s more fish beyond the reef…. There’s more fish beyond the reef.
(MOANA is about to push off when PUA and HEI HEI appear)
HEI HEI: Moana! Wait!
PUA: Don’t go out there, it’s too dangerous.
MOANA 2: Don’t try to stop me
PUA: Then… I’m going with you.
MOANA 2: Are you sure?
HEI HEI: Hey-hey-hey! I’m going to!
MOANA 2: Okay. Here we go.
(They board the canoe and push out the sea, OCEAN ENSEMBLE creates big waves)

PUA/HEI HEI: Whoa!
HEI HEI: Moana! Why are these waves so big?
MOANA 2: Because we are sailing past the reef.
HEI HEI: We are? Huh. I’ve never been past the reef.
PUA: Nobody has! What did you think we were doing?
HEI HEI: Hey! I didn’t want to get ditched. Also… adventure! Hel-lo?
(OCEAN ENSEMBLE create large wave that pushes them forward. MOANA is excited. PUA is scared. HEI HEI is curious)
MOANA 2: Adventure, here we come!

See the light as it shines on the sea? 
It’s blinding. But no one knows
How deep it goes.
And it seems like it’s calling out to me
Some come find me
And let me know
PUA/HEI HEI: what’s beyond that line? Will I cross that line?
ALL: the line where the sky meets the sea
MOANA 1: It calls me
ALL and no one knows, how far it goes
If the wind in my sail on the sea stays behind me
One day I’ll know
How far I’ll go
(The canoe crosses the reef)
MOANA 2 : We made it!
HEI HEI: Have either of you noticed that Monunui is really, really small?
PUA: Hei Hei. Motunui isn’t small…. We’re very far away.


(#8 – BIG WAVES)
(OCEAN ENSEMBLE sends a big wave towards the canoe)

HEI HEI: Hey-hey-hey Moana! Look out!
PUA: Look at the size of that wave. We’re gonna capsize!
MOANA 2: Hold on!
(OCEAN ENSEMBLE creates large loud wave. Wave crashes onto the canoe, flips it over and sends MOANA, PUA and HEI HEI tumbling back to the shore)

MOANA 2: Pua? Hei Hei? are you ok??
HEI HEI: Hey…
PUA: Now do you see? This is why we don’t go past the reef.
(PUA and HEI HEI exit. MOANA, alone at the shore, feels sorry for herself. GRAMMA TALA approaches)

MOANA 2: Gramma. Are you gonna tell my Dad I crashed the canoe?
GRAMMA TALA: I’m his Mum, I don’t have to tell him anything.
MOANA 2: He’s right. It’s time to keep my feet on the ground and stay in the village.
GRAMMA TALA: If that’s what you want… go on then
MOANA 2: (suspicious) Why are you acting weird?
GRAMMA TALA: I’m the village crazy lady. That’s my job
MOANA : If there’s something you want to tell me. Just tell me!
GRAMMA TALA: Moana, you’ve been told all our people’s stories….. but one
(#7 – WE KNOW THE WAY)

(illustrating the story CHIEF ANCESTORS 1 and 2 enter with sails)

GRAMMA TALA: Do you really think our ancestors only stayed within the reef?

CHIEF ANCESTORS 1: Tatou o tagata
Folau vala’auina
E le atua o le 
sami tele - e omai
CHIEF ANCESTORS 2: Lu ava’e le luitau e lelei
All: Ta pena pena

MOANA 2: We were voyagers?
GRAMMA TALA: You better believe it CHIEF ANCESTORS 3-5 enter with sails
CHIEF ANCESTOR 2: We carved massive canoes from mighty trees, and we sailed.
CHIEF ANCESTOR 3: The whole ocean was ours to explore.
CHIEF ANCESTOR 1: Passing on lessons…
CHIEF ANCESTOR 4: …from one navigator….
CHIEF ANCESTOR 5: to the next.
CHIEF ANCESTORS 1 and 2 demonstrate methods of wayfinding to 3, 4, 5. ANCESTOR ENSEMBLE enters with more sails) 

CHIEF ANCESTORS:  ho lo ho lo vaka
ENSEMBLE: Aue! Aue! Nuku i mua
Te manulele e tatakiei
Aue! Aue! Te fenuate malie
Nae ko hakilia kaigae!

CHIEF ANCESTOR SOLOS: We read the wind and the sky when the sun is high.
We sail the length of the seas on the ocean breeze.
At night we name ev’ry star, we know where we are
We know who we are, who we are

ALL: Away, away! We set a course to find
A brand new island everywhere we roam!
Away, away! We keep our island in our mind,
And when it’s time to find home, we know the way!

Away away … 
CHIEF ANCESTORS: We are explorers reading every sign
We tell the stories of our elders in a never ending chain (Aue Aue!)
Te fenuate malie
Nae ko hakilia
We know the way!

(#10 - WE KNOW THE WAY - PLAYOFF)
(ENSEMBLE exit as CHIEF ANCESTORS SING

CHIEF ANCESTORS: We are explorers reading every sign.
We tell the stories of our elders in a never ending chain
(CHIEF ANCESTORS exit)

MOANA 2: We were voyagers! Why’d we stop?
GRAMMA TALA: The ancient chiefs forbade voyaging to protect the people from Te Ka. But now Te Ka’s darkness has spread. The stories are real. And so is the heart of Te Fiti  (points to MOANA’s necklace)
MOANA 2: This is the Heart of Te Fiti?
GRAMMA TALA: You carry it with you. The Ocean chose you.

(#11 – WHERE YOU ARE – REPRISE)

MOANA 2: Why would the ocean choose me? I can’t sail
GRAMMA TALA: Our island is in danger, Moana. Real danger. You must find Maui and return the Heart to Te Fiti. There is no other way to save Motunui
MOANA 2: But my father says we can’t leave the reef

GRAMMA TALA: You are your father’s daughter
Stubbornness and pride
Mind what he says, but remember:
You may hear a voice inside.
And if the voice starts to whisper
To follow the farthest star
Moana, that voice inside is who you are
(GAMMA TALA, weak, moves to sit down)

MOANA 2: Gramma! What’s wrong?
GRAMMA TALA: Moana, I don’t have much time left. See those stars, in the shape of a fish hook? They will lead you to Maui
MOANA 2:  I can’t do it Gramma, I’m sorry.
GRAMMA TALA: You can. And when you find Maui, you grab him by the ear, and you tell him: “I am Moana of Motunui. You will board my boat, sail across the sea, and restore the Heart of Te Fiti.” (GAMMA TALA, gets weaker)
MOANA 2: I can’t leave you
GRAMMA TALA: Moana, there is nowhere you could go that I won’t be with you (MOANA gives GAMMA TALA a hongi (forehead to forehead) … she collapses)
MOANA 2: Help! Someone find my father (a group of villagers runs on)
VILLAGER 3: (calling offstage) Chief! Come quickly!
VILLAGER 4: It’s your mother
(SINA and CHIEF TU enter)
CHIEF TUI: Mother! (SINA, CHIEF TUI and VILLAGERS surround GRAMMA TALA. MOANA steps back) …. She’s gone.

(#1 – HOW FAR I’LL GO – REPRISE)

MOANA 2: Gramma….
(SINA, CHIEF TUI and VILLAGERS hang heads. CHIEF ANCESTORS enter. MOANA is stunned)


She showed me day after day, how to find my way
She taught me how to reply, on the wind and sky
She named me after the sea. She believed in me
I know we used to be bold, from the tales she told
I know she left me prepared, from the things she shared.
 (MOANA looks towards family then the shore and knows she must go )
There was more she wanted to see
(GRAMMA TALA rises from the huddle of VILLAGERS and slowly goes to stand with CHIEF ANCESTORS. She has crossed over. CHIEF TUI, SINA and VILLAGERS exit as if carrying the body of Gramma Tala)
CHIEF ANCESTORS: leikina leikina

MOANA 2: Goodbye Gramma, take care Motunui. I’ll be back.

MOANA 2: there’s a line where the sky meets the sea and it calls me
But no one knows, how far it goes.
All the time wond’ring where I need to be is behind me.
I’m on my own, to worlds unknown!
ALL: Ev’ry turn I take, ev’ry trail I track 
is a choice I make, now I can’t turn back
from the great unknown, where I go alone, where I long to be…
(MOANA reaches the reef. OCEAN ENSEMBLE creates big waves. MOANA is scared but paddles hard. GRAMMA TALA and ANCESTORS look on)

GRAMMA TALA: Courage, Moana.
CHIEF ANCESTOR 1: Strength, Moana. Open your sail. (MOANA opens her sail)
MOANA 2: Whoa! That’s more like it.  (OCEAN creates huge surge of water. MOANA sails on) Maui I’m coming for you!

MOANA 2: See her light up the night in the sea, she calls me 		ENSMEBLE: (she calls)
MOANA 2: And yes I know that I can go							 (ah____)
There’s a moon in the sky and the wind is behind me					 (Manatu atu)
And soon I’ll know
How far I’ll go
(MOANA looks up at Maui hook star constellation and sets her course)

SCENE 5  - MAUI’S ISLAND

(#13 – MEETING MAUI)
(MOANA lands on Maui’s island. She steps out of the canoe and surveys the desolate island)

MOANA 2: Maui? Anyone here? Everything looks so deserted (As MOANA rehearses her speech, MAUI enters, unseen) I am MOANA of Motunui. You will board my boat, sail across the sea, and restore the Heart of Te Fiti. ……… You will board my board.
MAUI: Hey, nice boat. Mind if I take it for a little spin? Thanks
MOANA 2: Hey! That’s mine! What…. Are you Maui? Shapeshifter? Demigod of the wind and sea? I am Moana of –
MAUI: Hero of men
MOANA 2: What?
MAUI: Maui, shapeshifter, demigod of the wind and sea, hero of men –
MOANA 2: Uh. I am Mo-
MAUI: Sorry, sorry. Men and women. Maui is a hero to all. I interrupted. From the top…
MOANA 2: Hold on. I’m here to…
MAUI: Of course, Maui always has time for his fans.
MOANA 2: I’m not your fan! I’m here ‘cause you stole the Heart of Te Fiti! And you will board my boat, sail across the sea, and put it back!
MAUI: Um, it almost sounds like you don’t like me, which is impossible ‘cause I got stuck here for a thousand years trying to get the Heart for you mortals. So what I believe you were trying to say…. Is “thank you”.
MOANA 2: Thank you?
MAUI: You’re welcome.

(#14 – YOU’RE WELCOME)

MOANA 2: (angry) What? NO! You’re coming with me to Te Fiti
MAUI: (laughs) Okay, okay! 
MAUI: I see what’s happening. Yeah.
You’re face to face with greatness and it’s strange.
You don’t even know how you feel; it’s adorable
Well it’s nice to see that humans never change
Open your eyes, let’s begin.
Yes it’s really me, it’s Maui breathe it in.
I know it’s a lot: the hair, the bod
When you’re staring at a demigod.
What can I say except “you’re welcome”?
For the tides, the sun, the sky
Hey it’s ok, it’s okay, you’re welcome.
I’m just an ordinary demiguy
(MAUI ENSEMBLE enters with big energy and swagger)

MAUI: Where to begin? So many daring feats. You must be wondering, “How could a single demigod possibly be so awesome?”
MOANA 2: No. I wasn’t!
ENSEMBLE: Hey what has two thumbs 
and pulled up the sky when you were waddling yea high? 
MAUI: This guy!
ENSEMBLE: When the nights got cold, who stole your fire from down below
MAUI: You’re looking at him, yo!
Oh also I lassoed the sun (You’re welcome)
To stretch your days and bring you fun
Also I harnessed the breeze (you’re welcome)
To fill your sails and shake the trees.
ENSEMBLE: So what can we say except you’re welcome?
MAUI: For the islands I pulled from the sea.
ENSEMBLE: There’s no need to pray, it’s okay you’re welcome (huh!)
MAUI: I guess it’s just my way of being me!
ENSEMBLE: You’re welcome! You’re welcome!
MAUI: Well come to think of it… Kid, honestly
I could go on and on
I could explain every natural phenomenon.
SOLOS: the tide? The grass? The ground?
Oh that was just Maui messing around. 
He killed an eel. He buried it’s guts. Sprouted a tree
Now you got coconuts!
GROUP 1: what’s the lesson? 
GROUP 2: What is the takeaway?
ALL: Don’t mess with Maui when he’s on a breakaway!
MAUI: I can’t count all the things that I’ve done,
The places I’ve seen, the battles I’ve won!
Look where I’ve been, I’ve made everything happen!
Look at that mean mini Maui just tickety tappin!
ALL: Heh heh  heh heh heh heh hey…
GROUP 1: Well anyway let me say you’re welcome
(GROUP 2: You’re welcome Ha ha ha)
For the wonderful world you know. Hey it’s ok you’re welcome
(GROUP 2: You’re welcome)
MAUI: Well, come to think of it, I gotta go.
ALL: Hey, it’s your day to say you’re welcome (you’re welcome)
‘Cause he’s gonna need that boat.
He’s sailing away, away, you’re welcome
Cause Maui can do everything but float! (you’re welcome)
You’re welcome, you’re welcome
MAUI: And thank you!


SCENE 6: CANOE AT SEA

(#15 - YOURE WELCOME – PLAYOFF) 
MAUI ENSEMBLE exits as MAUI begins to sail off, leaving MOANA on the island)

MAUI: Goodbye! Thank you! You’ve been great. No, no, really, best audience I’ve had in a thousand years! Terrific. Smell you later!
MOANA 2 : Hey! You can’t leave me here! (turns to OCEAN ENSEMBLE) Uh, ocean? A little help?

(#16 – A LITTLE HELP)
OCEAN ENSEMBLE carries MOANA to the canoe
MAUI: What the heck?
MOANA 2: The ocean is a friend of mine
MAUI: Look little girl – and the ocean – there’s no way I’m going to Te Fiti. I need to get my hook!
MOANA 2: Your Hook?
MAUI: Um, yes. I wasn’t exactly hanging out on that island for fun. When Te Ka and I fought, I lost my hook and got trapped here.
MOANA 2: I am Moana of Motunui. This is my canoe and I am going to get us to Te Fiti so you can put it back. Thank you. (mocking MAUI) “YOU’RE WELCOME!”
MAUI: You got a little too much salt water in your ears? Without my hook, I can’t shapeshift, and I certainly can’t take on Te Ka
MAUI grabs the heart and throws it far out #17 – A LITTLE MORE HELP) OCEAN ENS catches the heart and puts it back in MOANA’s outstretched hand)

MAUI: All right, I’m out. I’m swimming back to the island. Maybe in another thousand years, someone else will come who’s a little less… (MAUI gestures in frustration to all of MOANA)
MOANA 2: What’s your problem? Are… you afraid? You’re afraid of the Heart , aren’t you? (MOANA clucks like a chicken, teasing MAUI)
MAUI: That is not a heart, it’s a curse! Get it away from me.
MOANA : (teasing, holding it closer) Get this away?
MAUI:  Stop that, or I will smite you. You wanna get…smote? (both pull confused face)
MOANA2 : Smote?
MAUI: Smoten?
MOANA2 : Smoten?
MAUI: Ugh, listen. That thing doesn’t give you power to create life. It’s a homing beacon of death. I am not going on mission impossible with some ‘mortal’. End of discussion.
MOANA2 : You’d be a hero

(#18 – YOU’D BE A HERO)

MOANA 2: That’s what you’re all about, right?
MAUI: I am a hero!
MOANA 2: Maybe you were… but now you’re just the guy who stole the Heart of Te Fiti… the guy who cursed the world. You’re no one’s hero.
MAUI: No one?
MOANA2 : But return the Heart, save the world? You’d be everyone’s hero. (Like a stadium roar) Maui! Maui! Maui! You’re so amazing!
MAUI: (Enjoys the pep talk, pauses then…) Ughhh fine.
MOANA 2: Really?
MAUI: First we get my hook
MOANA 2: Then we save the world. Deal? That’s what you’re all about, right?
MAUI: Deal

(#19 – WARRIOR FACE - PART 1)
(MOANA and MAUI shake hands)

MAUI: We need to go find Tamatoa. If anyone has my hook it’s that greedy giant crab
MOANA 2: Giant… crab? Is it… dangerous?
MAUI: Tamatoa is one of the fiercest creatures around.

MAUI: We’ve got a job to do, we need to survive.
You’re afraid? Good
That means you’re alive.
No matter what we face, we run the show.
It’s time to use your face to let ‘em know

MOANA 2: And where do we find this Tamatoa?
MAUI: In the heart of Lalotai
MOANA 2: Lalotai?! You’re taking us to the realm of Monsters to steal your hook back from a giant crab? How will we even get past the monsters to get to Tamatoa?
MAUI: It’s all about confidence princess. Haven’t you ever heard of ‘fake it ’til you make it’?
MOANA 2: No
MAUI: You just need to trust me. Do you trust me?
MOANA 2: Not really
MAUI: I’ll take that as a yes

(#20 – WARRIOR FACE - PART 2)

MAUI: Now take your fear, pain, joy, rage
Mix em up together in to something
That the world still hasn’t seen. (MOANA: what do you mean?)
Warrior Face Huh!
Show ‘em you mean business with your warrior face
Put em all in line when you face
Challenges and dangers
You fix your face to face the world.
Prepare your face to face the world


SCENE 7:  LALOTAI

MAUI: Welcome to Lalotai
MOANA 2: I’m not seeing an entrance
MAUI: It only appears after a human sacrifice
MOANA 2: WHAT!?!
MAUI: Kidding! So serious. Here’s the gate (MOANA screams seeing the GATE MONSTER)
MOANA 2: Aaaah! What is that?
MAUI: Oh that? It’s just the Gate Monster
MOANA 2: Gate Monster???
GATE MONSTER: Grrrrrrrrrrr (MAUI approackes, MOANA stands back)
MAUI: Watch and learn


(#21 – WARRIOR FACE - PART 3)

GATE MONSTER: Grrrrrrrrrrr
MAUI: Grrrrrrrrrrr (scarier… GATE MONSTER whimpers and runs off)
It doesn’t matter how you feel inside
Don’t reveal inside, you keep it real inside (huh) 
(another monster appears MAUI stands between it and MOANA and makes a warrior face)
You make a face that makes ‘em terrified
You make ‘em scared inside 
(MOANA steps towards monster and makes warrior face)
Your teeth are bared alright (hah!)
(MONSTER runs away! MAUI looks impressed. MOANA’s confidence returns)
MOANA 2: We’re getting out of here alive
MAUI: You’re going to help us to survive
MOANA 2: I’m gonna help us to survive! 
MAUI: To survive with your 
(MONSTER approaches MOANA who makes warrior face)
ALL: Warrior face Hah 
Till it’s second nature make your (MONSTER runs away)
Warrior face. MONSTER approaches MAUI who makes warrior face)
Sing your warrior song (MONSTER runs away)
Oh that warrior face  RAH
 Large group of MONSTERs approaches MOANA and MAUI who makes warrior faces
Time to demonstrate I’ve been a warrior all along
(MONSTERS runs away)
I’ve been a warrior all along
(All the MONSTERS sneak back in and surround them  they look at each other determined)
HAH
(MOANA and MAUI turn to MONSTERS for one last warrior face… the scamper off with a whimper

(#22 – WARRIOR FACE – PLAY OFF)


SCENE 8 - TAMATOA’S LAIR

(MOANA and MAUI arrive at Tamatoa’s glittering lair, filled with sparkling trasures. MAUI’s fish hook sits prominently on top of a treasure pile)

MOANA 2: We made it. Wow
MAUI: Yeah.  You did good. I kinda thought you’d be dead by now.
MOANA 2: Dead?!
MAUI:  But I’m super glad you’re not. ‘Cause I need you as bait
MOANA 2:  What??
MAUI: I have a plan. You’re going to be a distraction. While I go for the hook.
(MAUI grabs nearby treasure and adorns MOANA with the shiny makeshift outfit as she looks around)
MOANA 2: This crab really likes treasure. Are you sure this is going to work?
MAUI: For a thousand years, I’ve been thinking about getting my hook and being awesome again. This has gotta work because…it’s gotta. (inspects MOANA) It’s go time, human. 
(MOANA steps forward. MAUI hides behind a shiny object)
MOANA 2: (loud but stilted, like she’s reading a cue) “Wow a shiny glittery cave and just like me it is covered in sparkly treasure. Sparkle, sparkle, sparkle”
MAUI: (loud whisper) You’re not selling it
MOANA 2:(loud whisper) This is stupid! I’m just gonna grab the hook
MAUI: You do that, you’re dead. All you have to do is distract Tamatoa by making her talk about herself. That show off loves to brag.
MOANA 2: You two must get along great.
MAUI: Nah, not since I ripped off her leg
MOANA 2: You ripped off her leg?? Maui!

(#23 – TAMATOA’S REVEAL)
TAMATOA and her CLAWS emerge from the giant glittering pile to grab and inspect MOANA. MAUI stays hidden)
 
TAMATOA: Ooh-hoo-hoo, what have we here?
LEFT CLAW: It’s a sparkly
RIGHT CLAW: Shiny…
TAMATOA: Wait a minute! Eww, it’s a human! 
RIGHT CLAW What are you doing down here?
LEFT CLAW: In the Realm of the Monsters?
MOANA 2: (improvising) I just had to see you for myself.
CLAWS: (menacing) Because you have a death wish?
MOANA 2:  Uh….no. We mortals have heard the tale of the crab who became a legend…and I need to know how you…became so…crab…u-lous?
TAMATOA: Are you just trying to get me talk about myself? Because if you are…. I will gladly do so!

(#24 – SHINY – PART 1)

TAMATOA: In song form!!

Well Tamatoa hasn’t always been this glam
I was a drab little crab once
Now I know I can be happy as a clam
Because I’m beautiful baby.
Did your granny say, “Listen to your heart.
Be who you are on the inside”?
I need three words to tear her argument apart
Your granny lied. I’d rather be 
CLAWS: shiny!
Like a treasure from a sunken pirate wreck
Scrub the deck and make it look SHINY
I will sparkle like a wealthy woman’s neck
LEFT CLAW: Just a sec…. don’t ya know
Fish are dumb dumb dumb
They chase anything that glitters.
TAMATOA: Beginners, oh..
RIGHT CLAW: And they come come come
To the brightest things that glitters.
TAMATOA: Mmmmm fish dinners…. I just love free food (inching towards Moana)
TAMATOA/CLAWS: And you look like seafood…

MOANA 2: No! Don’t eat me!
MAUI: (grabs hook) Hey, crab cake, I’m back! It’s Maui time! Giant hawk, coming up! (raises hook hook over his head) Giant hawk! (fizzing sound comes from hook. It’s cracked. MAUI doesn’t shape shift. Everyone is surprised, He tries again) GIANT HAWK! (another fizzing sound)
MOANA 2: Do something!
MAUI: I can’t transform
MOANA 2: What?
MAUI: There’s something wrong with my hook!

CRAB ENSEMBLE enter

(#25 – SHINY – PART 2)

TAMATOA: Well, well, well. Little Maui’s having trouble with his look
LEFT CLAW: Ya little semi-demi-mini god!
RIGHT CLAW: Ouch. What a terrible performance
TAMATOA: Get the hook! (get it?)
CLAWS: You don’t swing it like you used to man
TAMATOA: Yet I have to give you credit from the start, 
For getting her from the outside
But can’t you see, I made myself a work of art.
I’ll never hide. I can’t I’m too 
ENSMEBLE: shiny! 
Watch me dazzle like a diamond in the rough
strut my stuff, my stuff is so 
ENSMEBLE: shiny! 
Send your armies but they’ll never be enough
My shell’s too tough, Maui Man
ENSMEBLE: You could try try try
But you can’t expect a demigod to be a decapod 
CLAWS: look it up
ENSMEBLE: You will die die die
TAMATOA: Now it’s time for me to take apart…. your achin’ heart.
ALL: Far from the ones who abandoned you,
Chasing the love of these humans 
who made you feel wanted.
TAMATOA: You try to be tough
ALL: But your armour’s just not hard enough.
Maui, now it’s time to kick you heinie!    (TAMATOA AND CLAWs grab Maui)
Ever seen someone so shiny?
Soak it in, cos it’s the last thing you’ll ever see
C’est la vie mon ami
I’m so shiny
TAMATOA: Now I eat you, so prepare your final plea… just for me.
You’ll never be quite as shiny.
You wish you were nice ‘n shinyyyyyyyy

MOANA 2: (holds up glowing algae) Hey! I got something shiny for ya!
TAMATOA: (gasps) The heart of Te Fiti. The power of creation… for a crustacean!
MOANA 2: Come and get it! (MOANA throws the decoy offstage. TAMATOA, CLAWS and SHINY ensemble release MAUI and exit after it) We gotta go (to MAUI)
MAUI: What? What about the Heart?
MOANA 2: She can have it  (pulls the real Heart from her necklace) I’ve got the real one
MAUI: Nice! Now let’s get outta here! (MAUI and MOANA exit. TAMATOA and CLAWS renter with decoy Heart)
TAMATOA: The Heart is mine! (towards unseen Techies) Hit it!!!


(#26 – SHINY – PLAYOFF)

TAMATOA: Shiny! I’m the sunrise on the surface of the sea.
Look at me, ya see, I’m so 
CLAWS: shiny!
TAMATOA:All the monsters see my weaponry and flee
CLAWS: C’est la vie. 
TAMATOA: Call me selfish..
Call me shellfish

TAMATOA: Wait a minute! (abruptly stops singing while examining the decoy more closely) 
I see…she’s taken the barnacle and covered it in bioluminescent algae as a diversion…UGH! 
(she turns to audience). Sebastian never had to put up with this! (TAMATOA and CLAWS exit dramatically)

SCENE 9 -  CANOE AT SEA

(MAUI and MOANA enter on the canoe) OCEAN ENSMEBLE ON

MAUI: Listen… I appreciate what you did back there, but the point is that you almost died…and I couldn’t beat that dumb crab. I couldn’t even get my hook to work, so chances of beating Te Ka? (sighs) This mission is cursed.
MOANA 2: It’s not cursed (MAUI touches his hook)
MAUI: Giant Hawk
(#27 – HOOK FIZZLE #1)


MAUI: You see? Nothing.
MOANA 2:  What happened to our wind?
MAUI: Welcome to the Doldrums. No currents, no wind. (lies on his back and starts singing to self)
“What can I say except ‘we’re dead soon, we’re dead soon’”
MOANA 2: Can you at least try?
MAUI: Shark.
(#28 – HOOK FIZZLE #2 fizzling – MAUI sings a little louder)

MAUI: “Hey, it’s OK we’re dead soon”
MOANA 2: All right, break time’s over. Get up.
MAUI: Why? You gonna give me a speech? Tell me I can beat Te Ka cause “I’m Maui”?
MOANA 2: You’re still Maui even if your hook’s not working.

(#29 – ANYTHING THEY COULD EVER WANT)
MOANA 2 : Look I don’t know why the ocean chose me. But my island is dying, So I’m here. I want to help but I can’t….if you don’t let me.
MAUI: (giving in, trusting MOANA) I wasn’t born a demigod. I had human parents. But they didn’t want me. They threw me into the sea. Somehow I was found by the gods. They gave me the hook. They made me ‘Maui’. I gave humans islands, fire, coconuts. Anything they could ever want…
MOANA 2: That’s why you took the heart? So they’d love you?
MAUI: It was never enough…

(#30 – WARRIOR FACE - REPRISE/LOGO TE PATE)

MOANA 2: Maybe the gods found you for a reason…But they aren’t the ones who make you Maui. You are.
MAUI: I need my hook.

MOANA 2: Warrior face. Show ‘em you mean business
With your warrior face;
Put ‘em all in line
When you face….challenges and dangers
You fix your face to face the world.
Prepare your face to face the world.

MOANA 2: Maybe…. Maybe you’re starting too big. Forget the giant hawk. Try something small.
MAUI: Small? Maui doesn’t do small.
MOANA 2: Try a bug. Just a little bug.
MAUI: Okay…. Here we go….. tiny insect!
(with the help of the OCEAN ENSEMBLE, MAUI turns into a bug, then back into MAUI)

 Hakalogo a ke

MOANA 2: Hey! It worked! What else you got?
MAUI: What else you got?
MOANA 2: Shark?
MAUI: One shark coming up OCEAN ENSEMBLE helps MAUI turn into a shark

Hakalogo ki te pate Si Si!
Hakalogo faka tu
Hakalogo ki te pate

MOANA 2: Nice fins! Do you think you’re ready?
MAUI: No time like the present… Giant hawk!

Ke manatua faiga iena
Teluelue temalohi ina hiva 

MAUI: Chee ho! (MAUI sets a course on the canoe as MOANA watches)

Kata kata mai
Hihiva mai
Hakalogo ki te pate
Mate luelue!

MOANA 2: Now it’s my turn
MAUI: Excuse me?
MOANA 2: You said I can’t sail. So teach me.
MAUI: It’s called “wayfinding”, and it’s not just sails and knots. It’s seeing where you’re going in your mind…knowing where you are by knowing where you’ve been.
MOANA 2: Okay…Wayfinding, Lesson One: Hit it!

Tamilomilo hakata milomilo
MAUI:Turn the sheet to the left
Tamilomilo hakata milomilo
MAUI: Your other left.
Tamilomilo hakata milomilo
MAUI: Use the ocean swells to find your path.
Tamilomilo hakata milomilo

MAUI: You’re measuring the stars, not giving the sky a high five. Stars rise in the East and set in the West
MOANA 2: Like the sun!
MAUI: Exactly! But you’re not only using the stars to guide you. Notice the shape of the waves, the clouds.
MOANA 2: (taking in surroundings) Hey! The wind is back.
MAUI: So, what do you do?
MOANA 2: I….turn the sail
MAUI: Bingo
MOANA 2: Te Fiti, here we come!
(MAUI looks proudly at MOANA Wayfinding)
Hau la ke ta o!
Hiki mai to lima
Hau la ke ta o!
Hau ta hauniga.
Hau la ke ta o!
Hiki mai to lima
Hau la ke ta o!
Ko koe tagata e lago ai a’u
Kata kata mai (kata mai)
Hihiva mai (Hihiva mai)
Ha ka Logo kit e pate (Aue)
Mate luelue (si si)

Kata kata mai (kata mai)  (Lue lue lue lue)
Hihiva mai (Hihiva mai)
Ha ka Logo kit e pate (Aue) (Lue lue lue lue)
Mate luelue (si si)

Kata kata mai (kata mai)  (Lue lue lue lue)
Hihiva mai (Hihiva mai)
Ha ka Logo kit e pate (Aue) (Lue lue lue lue)
Mate luelue!


SCENE 10: CANOE AT SEA, NEAR TE KA

(#31 – LOGO TE PATE – PLAYOFF)
MOANA is now a skilled wayfinder, moving the canoe with the confidence and ease, checking their course with her hand against the horizon line)
MAUI: Final lesson. When clouds cluster low on the horizon, it means there’s an island up ahead.
MOANA 2: We’re near Te Fiti?
(#31 – TURN THE CANOE AROUND)

MAUI: Moana of Motaunui, you have officially delivered Maui across the great sea (imitates a cheering crowd, just as MOANA did before) Aaaaah..Moana, moana, Moana… you’re so amazing
MOANA and MAUI look at each other with pride. MOANA then spots something in the distance)
MOANA 2: Hold on, those aren’t clouds….It’s smoke! (realises) It’s Te Ka!
OCEAN ENSEMBLE starts to create rough seas

MAUI: Te Ka sees us (growing panic). The water is getting too rough
MOANA 2: It’s ok, we can sail through it.
MAUI: Moana, hold on it’s too dangerous.
MOANA 2: We have to keep going
MAUI: Turn the canoe around, now!
MOANA 2: No, my village needs me.
MAUI: The waves are too big, we won’t make it.
MOANA 2: I can do this!
MAUI: Look out!
(OCEAN ENSEMBLE creates a giant powerful wave. Maui tries to block its force, but the waves cracks his hook and pushes the canoe backward into calmer water)
MOANA 2: (recovering) Are you ok? Maui?
MAUI: (small) I told you to turn back
MOANA 2: I thought we could make it - 
MAUI: “We”?
MOANA 2: When we go back again, we’ll be more careful
MAUI: I’m not going back
MOANA 2: But…but we still have to restore the Heart!
MAUI: My hook is cracked
MOANA 2: We can fix it - 
MAUI: No we can’t. One more hit and it’s over. Without my hook, I’m nothing.
MOANA 2: That’s not true
MAUI: Without my hook, I’m nothing.

(#33 – IT CHOSE WRONG)
MOANA 2: Maui, we’re only here because you stole the Heart in the first place.
MAUI: No we’re here because the ocean told you you’re special and you believed it. I’m not risking my life so you can prove you’re something you’re not.
MOANA 2: (holds up the Heart) The ocean chose me.
MAUI: It chose wrong.
MOANA 2: Maui?!! (turns to talk to the OCEAN ENSEMBLE) Why did you bring me here? (OCEAN ENSEMBLE does not respond. MOANA holds out the heart) You have to choose someone else.

(#34 – SONG OF THE ANCESTORS)

MOANA 2: Choose someone else! Please….
MOANA falls to her knees in despair. GRAMMA TALA enters dressed as an ancestor, and sits at the bow of her canoe. CHIEF ANCESTORS enter with her and look on.)

Iei ki na  Iei ki na
(MOANA hugs GRAMMA TALA and begins to cry)
MOANA 2: I tried Gramma, I…I couldn’t do it…
GRAMMA TALA: It’s not your fault, I asked too much of you. If you are ready to go home, I will be with you….(beat). Why do you hesitate?
MOANA 2: I don’t know

GRAMMA TALA: I know a girl from an island.
She stands apart from the crowd
She loves the sea and her people
She makes her family proud
GRAMMA TALA: Your whole family
CHIEF ANCESTORS:  We are all proud of you.

Sometimes the world seems against you
The journey may leave a scar
But scars can heal and reveal just where you are
The people you love will change you
The things you have learned will guide you
And nothing on earth can silence the quiet voice still inside you.
And when that voice starts to whisper
“Moana you’ve come so far”
Moana, listen, do you know who you are?

MOANA 2:  Who am I?
MOANA 2: I am a girl who loves my island, 
and the girl who loves the sea. 
It calls me.
I am the daughter of the village chief
We are descended from voyagers 
Who found their way across the world.
They call me.

GRAMMA/ANCESTORS: You’ve delivered us to where we are.
You have journeyed farther.
ENSEMBLE: You are everything you’ve learned and more
MOANA 2: Still it calls me
And the call isn’t out there at all, it’s inside me.
ENSEMBLE: It’s like the tide, always falling and rising.
MOANA 2: I will carry you here in my heart, 
You remind me that come what may
 I know the way.
 I am Moana!
ALL: Iei ki na, Iei kin a!
Iei ki na, Komatou tenei
(MOANA, courage renewed, holds the glowing Heart above her head)

MOANA 2:  I am Moana of Motunui. Aboard my boat, I will sail across the sea…and restore the Heart of Te Fiti!
GRAMMA TALA: You have become quite the navigator. Someone taught you well.
MOANA 2: (guilty) Yes… he did.
GRAMMA TALA: You must face Te Ka alone. But I am with you. And so are all your ancestors.
CHIEF ANCESTORS: Courage Moana (GRAMMA gives MOANA a hongi)
MOANA 2:  Ok, here goes nothing…

(#35 – WAYFINDER BATTLE)
(TE KA enters. CHIEF ANCESTORS watch from distance and address the audience)

CHIEF ANCESTOR 2: Te Ka approached through the smoke
CHIEF ANCESTOR 3:  Moana sailed her canoe straight towards Te Ka
(Moana turns her boat and sails straight towards TE KA)
CHIEF ANCESTOR 4:  Moana tried to steer through angry seas, as Te Ka moved closer, ready to strike.
MAUI: (off stage) Chee hoo! (MAUI enters as a giant hawk and flies near MOANA’s canoe)
MOANA 2:  Maui?! you came back! But your hook – one more hit and it will be destroyed
MAUI:  I got your back, Chosen One. Go save the world.
MOANA 2:  Thank you!
MAUI: (smiles sincerely) You’re welcome (MAUI approaches Te Ka)
CHIEF ANCESTOR 5: Maui flew around Te Ka, drawing attention away from Moana.
CHIEF ANCESTOR 2: Te Ka struck Maui with a forceful blow…(Te KA strikes MAUI, who returns to demigod form) …destroying his hook.
MOANA 2: Maui! your hook!
MAUI: Don’t worry about me. Get the Heart of Te Fiti.
MOANA 2: (looks around) There’s nothing here….Te Fiti is gone…(looks at Te KA and back at the Heart in her hand) wait, Te Ka
MAUI: What?
MOANA 2: Let her come to me.
MAUI: Te Ka will kill you!
MOANA 2: (raises the Heart above her head) Let her come to me.

(#36 – KNOW WHO YOU ARE)
(OCEAN ENSEMBLE parts as MOANA and TE KA approach one another. TE KA’s fury slowly subsides.)

ENSMEBLE: Ou mata e matagi
MOANA 2: I have crossed the horizon to find you
ALL: Ou loto mamai na toa
MOANA 2: I know your name
ALL: Manatu atu
MOANA 2 : They have stolen the heart from inside you
ALL: Taku pelepele
MOANA2: But this does not define you
ALL: Manatuatu
MOANA 2: This is not who you are, You know who you are

MOANA gives TE KA a hongi
MOANA 2: Who you truly are MOANA places the heart into Te Ka’s chest

(#37 – TE FITI RESTORED)

CHIEF ANCESTOR 1: When Moana placed the Heart into Te Ka’s chest, Te Ka began to transform.

Ahhh

CHIEF ANCESTOR 3: Before their eyes, the monster, Te Ka became the goddess Te Fiti
iei kin a iei ki na
iei kin a, ko matou tenei!
MOANA bows, MAUI remains standing
MOANA 2: Pst, bow! MOANA pulls MAUI down to pay respect.
TE FITI: Thank you for restoring my heart Moana. And as for you, Maui…
MAUI: What I did was wrong, I’m sorry MAUI bows again
(#38 – TULOU TAGALOA (REPRISE)
Te Fiti reveals MAUI’s restored hook. MAUI stares, afraid to take it

MAUI: I don’t deserve it.
TE FITI: It would be rude to refuse a gift from a goddess…
MAUI: taking the hook Chee hoo!!! Thank you. Your kind gesture is deeply appreciated….softly Chee hoo
ENSMBLE: Sei e 
Va ai mai
i le tatou
 lalolagi
Sei e 
Va  ai mai
i le matou 
lalolagi.
MAUI and MOANA return to the canoe
MOANA 2: You could come home to Muntanui with me. My people are going to need a master wayfarer
MAUI: They already have one
MOANA 2: See you out there Maui
MAUI: See you out there Moana MAUI and MOANA hug and MAUI raises his hook Chee hoo
MAUI turns into a giant hawk and flies off. MOANA sets her course back home

MOANA 2: Mum! Dad!

SCENE 11 – MONTUNUI SHORE

(CHIEF TUI and SINA enter, followed by VILLAGERS)

CHIEF TUI:  Moana!
SINA: You’re back! (CHIEF TUI gives Moana a hug SINA joins in)
MOANA 2:  (sheepish) I may have gone a little way past the reef
CHIEF TUI:  It suits you
(PUA and HEI HEI enter and run to MOANA)
PUA: Moana! You’re back! I was so scared.
MOANA 2: Pua, I missed you!
HEI HEI: Hey!
MOANA 2: I missed you too Hei Hei.(MOANA hugs PUA and HEI HEI, then looks to the VILLAGERS) I have so much to tell you, to share with all of you.
HEI HEI: Hey Moana, are you gonna teach us how to sail, or what? (PUA nudges HEI HEI, who cowers in front of CHIEF TUI) I mean if that’s ok with you Chief?

(#39 – WE KNOW THE WAY – FINALE)

CHIEF TUI: (To MOANA) Well, “Master Wayfarer”, why don’t you start from the beginning?
.(MOANA smiles and proudly demonstrates her wayfaring skills. VILLAGERS bring out the canoes. CHIEF TUIE helps MOANA onto the head canoe. She takes the lead)

MOANA 2: We read the wind and the sky, when the sun is high
We sail the length of the seas on the ocean breeze
At night we count every star
MOANA 2/CHIEF TUI: We know who we are, 
MOANA 2/CHIEF TUI/SINA: We know who we are, who we are….
ALL: Away away. We set a course to find
A brand new island everywhere we roam.
Away away! We keep our island in our mind.
HEI HEI: And when we try to find home
ALL: We know the way!

CHIEF ANCESTOR 5: And the voyaging began again…
CHIEF ANCESTOR 4: …across the great Pacific…
ALL CHIEF ANCESTORS: …after over one thousand years…
CHIEF TUI: All thanks to the bravery of one girl.

ALL: Away away. We set a course to find
A brand new island everywhere we roam.
Away away! We keep our island in our mind.
And when we try to find home. We know the way!

(Away away) 
We are explorers reading every sign
We tell the stories of our elders in a never ending chain (Aue Aue)
Te fenua te  malie
Nae ko hakilia
We know the way
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Well anyway let me say you’re welcome (you’re welcome)
For the wonderful world you know (ha ha ha hey)
Hey it’s ok, it’s ok you’re welcome (you’re welcome )
Well come to think of it, we gotta go!
You’re welcome
You’re welcome
